Joining Instructions

Leaders, please pass on the relevant details to your attendees.

Flying takes place at the Cambridge Gliding Centre about 8 miles north of Royston. 
To confirm if the weather is suitable, please call 07867973940 after 19:00 the 
evening before your visit.
More information is available from the club web site .

The day starts at 9:00. When you arrive at the airfield, the Scouts must be in full 
uniform. Please meet in the car park behind the club buildings, where a member of the 
Air Activities team will greet you. 
There is a lot to get through during the day, so please be prompt.

Finish time will depend on a number of variables, weather, Scout numbers, how busy 
the airfield is and the pace at which the Scouts get through the various activities.
The aim is to finish by 16:00 .

Catering is very limited, so you will need to bring a packed lunch, hot drinks are 
available.

Airfields are exposed places, so please ensure that you dress appropriately for the 
season - warm clothes in winter and sunscreen in summer.

Ear buds and headphones are not permitted due to reduced hearing and this 
represents a serious hazard on the airfield.

Mobile phones may only be used for photography with permission from the Instructor.
We can fly a maximum of 7 scouts per day - it may be possible to fly up to 10 subject 
to instructor availability, plan for 7 and have a reserve list of 3. you will be notified of 
max numbers 1 week before your date. 

Signed permission forms must be presented.

Please note it is your responsbility to notify your DC that you are partaking in a 
Gliding Activity.
